Re:   Allocation of Fingal County Council Pitches for 2011/2012

Dear Secretary
Attached please find application form for Council pitches for the 2011/12 season. The closing date for receipt of Applications for use of playing pitches is 24th June, 2011.  Please note that no reminders will be sent and any applications received after the deadline may not be allocated the pitch in their preferred location.  Incomplete  or inaccurate applications forms will be returned to the club and could therefore result in the deadline being missed.
Soccer clubs must provide details of all teams in all age groups competing in inter-club competitions and have certification from all Leagues in which the club has teams participating, on the reverse of the form provided. 

GAA clubs must provide details of all teams in all age groups competing in inter-club competition in football, hurling, and camogie.  This information must be certified by the Dublin County Board and the Dublin County Camogie Board on the reverse of the form provided.  

In cases where clubs have the use of private pitches, it is essential that details regarding the availability and use of these pitches for the season are submitted in full on the application form.

No application will be accepted unless it has been certified by the appropriate League, County Board, etc.

The fee in respect of the letting of pitch accommodation is €700 per adult (over 18) club with one or two teams.  Clubs with three or more teams must pay €65 per additional team. An administration charge of €35 is payable with all applications.

Listed below is a table showing examples of fee calculations, please study the examples to ensure your club submits the correct letting fee with its application.

EACH CLUB MUST SUBMIT A PROPERLY COMPLETED APPLICATION FORM, AFFILIATION CERTIFICATE STAMPED BY THE APPROPRIATE LEAGUE, INSURANCE CERTIFICATE WITH CLEAR INDEMNITY TO FINGAL COUNTY COUNCIL IN THE AMOUNT OF €6.5 MILLION AND APPROPRIATE FEE IN ORDER FOR APPLICATION TO BE PROCESSED.

Please ensure that the times of play in the morning or afternoon are specified on the application form, as allocation by reference to specific times will be made. As demand for pitches is extremely heavy for Saturday afternoons and Sunday mornings, clubs are encouraged to request matches to be fixed for Sunday afternoons. If there is excess demand for Saturday afternoons and Sunday mornings teams will be allocated alternate slots.

ALL CLUBS SHOULD FAMILIARISE THEMSELVES WITH THE LETTING CONDITIONS ATTACHED AND ENSURE THAT ALL OFFICIALS AND TEAM MANAGERS ARE FULLY ACQUAINTED WITH THEM.

I would draw your attention particularly to conditions 17, 18 and 19 in relation to securing of nets and the use of portable goalposts.

The ‘Netfix system’ must be used to attach nets to goal posts.  The Operations Division has installed ‘Netfix ‘ slots on all goal posts.  Clubs must purchase and fit toggles on to their nets.  

In relation to fixing nets to goalposts the use of nails,hooks, tape or string is   prohibited and is a breach of the conditions of allocation.

See also condition No. 14 regarding inspection of pitches and removal of hazards prior to matches.

Pitches will be allocated on a first come- first served basis. Applications received after the closing date of 24th June 2011 may not be allocated pitches in their preferred locations.
