TEMPORARY CLOSURE OF PART OF ROADS IN SKERRIES

Fingal County Council has made an order temporarily closing part of roads in the

Skerries area for the purpose of holding a motorcycle race. The roads will be

closed from 1.00 p.m to 7.00 p.m on Saturday 10th September 2011 and from 10.00

a.m to 6.30 p.m on Sunday 11th September 2011. 

The roads in question are:-

1. Portion of the R127 from Kennedy’s Corner in a north easterly direction to

School House Corner.

2. Portion of St Monica’s Road, from Black Hill to Balcunnin.

3. Portion of the Killalane Road, from Kearney’s Tree to Man-O-War Corner.

4. Portion of Palmerstown Road, from Kennedy’s Corner to Man-O War Corner.

Alternative routes available for vehicular traffic are as follows:-

The main diversion route for vehicles travelling between Lusk and Skerries is via

the R128 Lusk to Rush and Rush to Skerries.

Diversion signage and marshals will be in place for the duration of the closure.
