Fingal County Council has made an order temporarily closing roads in the

Balbriggan area on behalf of  Balbriggan Town Council for the purpose of holding

a Formula Fun Day to promote road safety. The roads will be closed from

10.00a.m to 8.oop.m on Sunday 24th July 2011. 

The roads in question are:-

1. Bridge Street at Georges Square junction to Drogheda Street at Railway Street

Junction.

2. Quay Street from junction at Bridge Street to Junction at High Street.

3. Mill Street from junction at Bridge Street to junction with Harbour Road

4. Georges Hill from junction at Bridge Street to junction with Harbour Road

5. Railway Street from junction at Bridge Street to junction with Harbour Road

Alternative routes available for vehicular traffic are as follows:-

Main line traffic 

Drogheda Road-Harry Reynolds Road-Dublin Road south bound and reverse

direction for north bound traffic

Local Traffic 

Drogheda St-Chapel St -Harry Reynolds Road-Dublin Street for south bound

traffic

Dublin St-Georges Square-High Street-Quay Street-Harbour Road-Back Lane

Convent lane for North bound traffic.

Local access will be maintained at all times and diversion signs will be in place.
