A number of exemptions and waivers from payment apply:

Exemptions

Any residential property:

e Owned by a Government Department / Health Service Executive /
Local Authority / Voluntary and Cooperative Housing Body /
certain charities or discretionary trusts;

e Subject to commercial rates and wholly used as a dwelling;

¢ Vacated by an owner due to long-term mental or physical
iliness for at least 12 months prior to 1/1/2012; and

e That is trading stock of a business i.e. not sold / occupied
or a source of income since construction.
