Arts Funding

Fingal County Council provides generous funding of Community Arts Activities and Events throughout the County.  This funding is made available under Section 6 of the Arts Act 2003. This funding is granted to;

* Stimulate public interest in the arts 
*
   Promote the knowledge, appreciation and practice of the arts 
* 
   Assist in improving the standards of the arts across the County

How Do We Define 'The Arts'?

The 2003 Arts Act defines the Arts as "any creative or interpretative expression (whether traditional or contemporary) in whatever form, and includes in particular; visual arts, theatre, literature, music, dance, opera, film, circus and architecture - and includes any medium when used for that purpose.

What Types Of Organisation Can Get Arts Funding?

In general, the following are eligible for Arts Act Funding 
* Community/amateur dramatic societies 
* Community/amateur musical societies 
* Community/voluntary groups arranging public artistic events 
* Community/voluntary theatrical productions/events 
* Community-based art exhibitions 
* Community film societies/film makers 
* Community-based traditional/ethnic music and events

What Are The Criteria For Arts Funding?

The event/production must take place in County Fingal 
* The group/society must be based in County Fingal 
* Applications must be applied for prior to the event happening 
* Funding will only be made available after the event takes place 
* The applicant must show they have tried to secure assistance from other sources 
* The funding must be used for the purpose applied for 
* The event/production must be open to the general public 
* The group must acknowledge the funding by using the council's logo, etc.
How Much Funding Is Available?

There is no fixed amount available under the scheme.  The Arts Office will use its discretion when recommending funding. However, some criteria do apply


* No funding is available for events/productions that make a profit 
* The amount of funding will not exceed any deficit left  after an event 
* An income and expenditure statement must be submitted after the event 
* The following items of expenditure cannot be funded by the scheme
* Food, drink and catering
* Prizes and trophies
* Travel
* Ongoing administration
* Purchase of capital equipment 

How Is Arts Funding Decided?

Applications for Arts Funding are examined by the Arts Office Staff. The County Arts Officer or Assistant Arts Officer will make a recommendation on each funding application.  The recommendations go before the local Area Committees of the Council for further debate.

If the Area Committee recommends funding, the proposal will go before a Full County Council Meeting for Final Approval. The group is then notified of the amount of funding awarded and any special conditions attached.

Arts Festivals Funding 

Fingal County Council supports several Arts Festivals throughout the County. Funding for these Festivals is agreed in advance with the Arts Office and applications must be submitted at least two months in advance.
